Congratulations on your forthcoming Wedding and our very best wishes for the future. If you
want your wedding to be a small intimate affair and are looking for a Romantic Country House
with Glorious Gardens and Award Winning Food, then we think Baslow Hall is the place for
you. Our aim is to make your Wedding Day a day for you, your relatives and friends to
remember.

Baslow village is situated on the edge of the magnificent Chatsworth Estate. The area is
picturesque, and Baslow Hall is an elegant Manor House built one hundred years ago. It is set
back from the road in five acres of beautiful grounds

In this brochure we hope to answer many of the initial questions you may have in your mind.
The next essential step is to come and have alookaround, and with your Wedding Photographs
in mind, you must lookaat the gardens when you visit. Please give us a ringon 01246 583259 to
make an appointment.

Your Choice of Wedding Venue

We are not a large venue and cater for a maximum of 38 guests. Should you choose to have your
Wedding with us we would discuss the format and how our Reception Rooms would best work
for you. We divide our dayinto two parts. You can choose to have a Ceremony in the morning
and an early afternoon meal, or a late afternoon Ceremony with an evening meal. In any event
Baslow Hall would be all yours. Because we are a small venue we do not take other events or
diners when a Wedding is going on*.

However, if you are planning something very small with between 4 - 14 guests we will be pleased
to tailor something to your needs which can take place discreetly alongside other guests. Small
parties are subject to a facility fee of £350 and menus are priced at £38 or £50.

The Marriage Ceremony

We have a licence to hold Marriage Ceremonies within Baslow Hall. Ceremonies here are
officiated by the Bakewell Registrars. It is essential that you check their availability before
making any firm arrangements (tel: 01629 812261).



If you wish to marry in Church or at some other venue, we will still be happy to accommodate
the Wedding Breakfast. In this case we can take a further ten guests in a separate dining room —
48 in total including babies and children.

A Morning Wedding

Careful timing is essential on your Wedding Day, and based on our experience, we suggest the
following timetable:

11.00 am Guests start to arrive
Bridegroom meets with the Registrar to finalise details
1120 am The Registrar invites guests into the Marriage Room before the
Bride arrives
11.30 am Marriage Ceremony takes place
12.00 noon Drinks Reception with Canapés
Time for photographs
1.00 pm Guests are seated
1.1S pm Lunch is served
3.15pm Official Cake Cutting
3.30 pm Speeches & Toasts
Coftee & Wedding Cake
5.00 pm Depart Baslow Hall (This is a strict departure time fozsidents)

The Price of Exclusivity for Morning and Early Afternoon

Saturday or Sunday £2.225

These are minimum prices based on 20 guests and include the following:

1 Anaperitif following the Ceremony (1 2 glasses of Pimms, Sparkling Wine, Kir Royale
or Sherry) We would ask yoletecs one of these options and we would include a soft drink
alternative.

1 Aselection of delicious warm and cold canapés, prepared in our own kitchen. These
would be offered to guests during the drinks reception.

1 Three Course Wedding Breakfast and Coffee. (Menu choices are on a separate sheet).



1 Our White and Red House Wines (An allowance of-timied of a bottle per person)

[l Aglass of Champagne to be served before the Wedding Cake is officially cut, for toasts
and speeches

1 Sparkling and Still Mineral Water (an allowance of half a bottle for each guest)

For each additional guest over 20 (to a maximum of 38) we would make an additional charge of
£74. Children in the party would be charged for meals and drinks taken. We usually estimate
£18 per head for a child’s three course meal.

An Afternoon Wedding and Dinner

Our suggested Timetable for an Afternoon Wedding is as follows:

2.30 pm Resident guests arrive and checkinto bedrooms
(Please note: As a general rule we cannot alter this time - normal check-in
time of 3.00 pm)

3.00 pm Guests assemble in the Lounge. The Registrar will wish to finalise details
with the Bridegroom

320 pm The Registrar invites guests into the Ceremony Room.
The Bride arrives

3.30 pm Marriage Ceremony takes place

4.00 pm Drinks Reception with Canapés
Time for photographs

6.00 pm Guests are seated for dinner

8.00 pm Official cake Cutting
Speeches and Toasts

9.30 pm An optional cheese trolley may be offered in the evening

11.30 pm Drinks service finishes

12.00 p.m. Non-residents must depart

The next morning

9.00 am Guests meet up in the Dining Room for breakfast together
11.00 am Check Out

This option includes our 11 individually furnished bedrooms. Six rooms in the Main House are
in traditional ‘Country House’ style whilst the Five Garden House bedrooms are larger and
decorated in a more contemporary style.

You may wish guests to pay for their own rooms. We can help you arrange this and would
reduce the Exclusive Use price accordingly.

Making a Reservation

The first step is to telephone to arrange a mutually convenient time to meet with usto discuss
your outline plans. This will be a totally ‘without obligation’ chat and a chance for us to show
you around Baslow Hall and the extensive well-manicured gardens which will feature in your

beautiful wedding photographs.

We are able to hold any chosen date for two weeks whilst you check with the Registrar (if
applicable) after which we require confirmation in writing. If this is not received in that time,
the provisional booking will lapse. In addition to your letter of confirmation, we will require a
non-refundable deposit of £450 for a daytime Weddingand 20% of the package price of an
Exclusive Use Wedding, an estimate of the numbers attending and approximate timings. A
contract will be drawn up by Baslow Hall setting out the details agreed with you.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS / CANCELLATION POLICY

' 1. General
The hotel will not be held responsible for any act of non-provision of services
supplied by a third party.
It is recommended that all guests take note of the fire procedures.
Any damage to the hotel fittings in any way will be the financial responsibility of the event
organisers.
No liability will be accepted from whatever cause for any goods and personal belongings left
or placed in the hotel and premises.

' 2. Children
It is the responsibility of parents/guardians to ensure the safety of their children and their
good conduct with respect to other guests and the contents of the hotel (see point 1 above
re damages). Children must be supervised at all times in the gardens.

I 3. Deposits, Confirmation of Booking and Contract
Provisional bookings are held for two weeks before a Deposit is required to secure the
reservation. The date of your function will be confirmed by the payment of a deposit of
£450 for a day-time Wedding and 20% of the package price for an Exclusive Use Wedding.
This fee will be set off against the final account balance when it becomes due. Onan
Exclusive Use Package, we also require £50 per bedroom. We have the facility to charge
your guests for bedrooms at either the full price or a charge decided by yourselves. All
deposits will be deducted from your pro-forma Invoice. All deposits should be considered
non-refundable (see below). The date Will Not be secured until such payment is received.
Once your confirmation and deposit is received, we will draw up a contract which will
require you to sign that you have read and accepted these terms and conditions. One copy
to bereturned to us.

I 4. Cancellations
Once initial confirmation has been received, all cancellations or amendments must be
advised in writing to the hotel
I. Cancellation in the period from booking up to 16 weeks prior - retention of £250 to
cover administration fees
II. Cancellation 16 to 12 weeks - 25% of contract price as cancellation charge
III.Cancellation less than 12 weeks to 6 weeks- 50% of contract price as cancellation charge



IV. Cancellation less than 6 weeks to 7 days — 75% of the contract price as cancellation
charge
V. Cancellation less than 7 days before the event — 100% charge of the contract price.

The hotel will make every effort to re® space for a similar sized event. Should this
be possible we will waive all such cancellation charges excluding the initial deposit paid.

We strongly recommend that you insure yourself against any cancellation or reduction in
numbers.

The hotel reserves the right to cancel any booking, without any liability on its part, in the
event of damage or destruction to the hotel and grounds, strikes, or any other cause beyond
the control of the hotel.

5. Prices

All Package and other prices include vat at current rates and are current for that year. Prices
are subject to variation. Where a Reception is booked more than six months in advance,
prices will be firmly fixed at the prices prevailing at the ‘final arrangements’ meeting
approximately 12 weeks prior to the function date. Ifa Brochure is not available for the year
the booking has been made, package prices cannot be confirmed for that year until the
brochure hasbeen sent out and a contract agreed.

6. Final Numbers

Final numbers are to be advised at least six weeks prior to the date and this will be the
number of meals to be charged in full on the pro-forma invoice. Should numbers fall, the
hotel reserves the right to charge for the original number booked. Once final numbers are
given, a final seating plan will be agreed with the Wedding Coordinator.

7. Settlement of Account

A pro-forma invoice for the cost of the package price based on accurate numbers given and
any extras ordered, will be due for settlement one month prior to the event. Invoices for any
additional services should be settled either on departure or within 14 days. It is agreed that
any food, drink or services not mentioned in the contract but asked for at the hotel will be
paid for when the bill is presented. For any outstandingbalances we reserve the right to
charge interest at 2.5% for each 28 day period.. Any items missing from the pro-forma will
be added to the extrasinvoice to be paid on departure.

8. Arrival and Departure Times
These do have to be strictly adhered to. Please pass on departure times, check-in and check-
out times to your guests.

9. Final details and Prferma Invoice

Six to eight weeks prior to the Wedding, we will discuss the format of the day and take your
instructions regarding the upgrading of any aperitif, wines, etc.

At this stage, for Exclusive Use Weddings, we will require room allocations and details of any
guest paying their own account.

10. NeSmoking Policy



Ano-smoking policy operates everywhere in the Main House and Garden House.

11. Lcensing Restrictions

Our normal licensing restrictions apply — no amplified bass or disco music is permitted —
only light music such aslight jazz, string quartet or keyboard. For Exclusive Use Weddings,
the drinks service must finish by 11.30 p.m. Non-Residents must depart by 12.00 midnight.

12. Maximum Numbers

Our maximum seating capacity in our largest dining room is 38 with the option of using the
Study for 10 if the Wedding Ceremony is held elsewhere as our maximum capacity for a
Ceremonyis 38. (The Studyis adjacent but not interconnecting). Please note that the
Ceremony Room is prepared to take a small number of guests seated and the rest standing.

13. Confetti
The throwing of bio-degradable confetti is only allowed well away from the House and
Terracei.e. on thelawn and below the front steps to the terrace. Rose petals are preferred.

14. Ceremony and Dining Rooms

We reserve the right to alter rooms for the Ceremony and Dining depending on guest
numbers.

We cannot guarantee a time on the day of the Wedding when the Dining Room will be
ready for the positioning of name cards, favours, etc. Our usual procedure is for the Bride to
organise a day/date when these items will be handed over to the Wedding Coordinator who
will take full instructions from the Bride regarding the decoration of tables. This also
applies to the Cake Maker and the Florist who should liaise with the Wedding Coordinator
via the Bride regarding a suitable time to arrive on the day.

15. Provision of Alcoh@Ve do not allow our guests to provide their own Wines,
Champagne either for the Wedding Breakfast or brought in for consumption in the
bedrooms.
